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Updated Owner Handbook and RCI Directory on the way... 
The Barefoot Resort has recently completed a new 2005 version of the Barefoot Ownership Handbook.  The handbook is a great tool and reference for all Barefoot Resort policies and time-use options.  The 22-page handbook thoroughly outlines everything an owner can do with his/her time, how to go about scheduling reservations with RCI, and even includes forms to fill out for rental requests and owner referrals.  The handbook was last printed and updated in August 2003.  

All Barefoot owners will be mailed a copy of the updated handbook in December 2005.  Please replace your old version with the newer copy.  We strongly encourage all owners to keep the handbook in a safe place and refer to it as much as possible.  It is not a bad idea to read through the handbook, even if you have done so in the past.  It never hurts to refresh your memory about the policies and practices the resort upholds.  Each owner will receive one copy free of charge; additional handbooks or replacements can be purchased for five dollars.  The entire handbook is also available online at www.barefootresort.com.  From the homepage, simply click on the “Ownership” button towards the menu on the left side of the page.

When you receive your updated handbook, you may also notice that there is a new “Silver Crown Resort” logo on the front.  The Silver Crown is actually taking the place of the previous “Resort of International Distinction” award, so all resorts that are a Resort of International Distinction will now be called a Silver Crown Resort.  RCI has made this change throughout the RCI system and it will be reflected in the new 2006 RCI directory.  Barefoot Resort has successfully maintained its status as a Resort of International Distinction again this year, so keep your eye out for the new Silver Crown status.

The Barefoot Resort has also focused a lot of effort into upkeeping and updating the Summit View building this past fall, which has also contributed towards maintaining our Silver Crown award.  The entire exterior of the building has been stained, except for the upper loft areas.  Due to early snowfall, colder temperatures, and a boom truck that did not show up as scheduled, the upper loft areas will be stained this spring.  All entrance decks and balconies that originally had carpet on them have been re-done with new outdoor carpeting.  Railings that showed signs of wear and tear have also been replaced, and the interiors of some units have also been freshly painted.  Maintenance in the interior of units is scheduled throughout the winter months in both Summit View and Vista Peak buildings.

Ready . . . set . . . snow!

     While snow has already shown its face here in the northern Black Hills in September, October, and November, the ski areas and snowmobile trails are busy gearing up for the official start of the season.  With last year’s snowfall being a little less than normal, winter recreation businesses and attractions are all hoping for an above average snowfall this season.  
     The Black Hills snowmobile season officially starts on December 1, 2005, but the snowmobile trails are not  actually groomed and maintained until December 15.  There are over 350 miles of groomed, mapped, and marked trails, as well as over 1.1 million acres of Black Hills National Forest Land that allows snowmobilers freedom to ride a variety of terrain.  


Terry Peak Ski Area and Deer Moun tain Ski Area both have tentative opening dates set for Friday, November 25, 2005.  Terry Peak offers this area’s hightest lift-serviced skiing (7,100 feet), as well as two high-speed quad chairlifts, over 450 acres of skiable terrain, and a 1,100 foot vertical.  Sixty percent of the mountain is covered wtih snowmaking capabilities, so great snow can be expected  regardless of the weather.  
     Deer Mountain Ski Area also has some snowmaking capabilities, a top summit elevation of 6,850 feet, ten miles of cross country ski trails, as well as the area’s only night skiing, tubing park, and snow skate park.
